BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The City's 2007 lawn maintenance service contract allowed for two (2) one-year increment renewal
options. This would be the second renewal. Srien's Services, Inc., has submitted a letter advising
that they would like to renew the contract and that they will maintain their 2007 prices for the 2009
season based on the same contract specifications, terms and conditions. Staff has reviewed
Srien's performance, is satisfied with the contractor's overall service, and recommends the second
one-year contract extension.

The 2008 lawn maintenance season went well. This was Brien's Services second season of
service. Steve Printz expressed his concern about the effectiveness of the lawn fertilization of
some of the City properties. We spoke with the company owner, Brien Worrell; he assured us
that he will personally monitor the fertilization this season.

The contact with Brien's Services was excellent. There were daily phone conversations as well
as an updated weekly mowing list in the morning. This communication is very important in
resolving issues before they become a problem.

In the 2008 season, Brien's Services responded immediately to our requests for unscheduled
work associated with special events within the City. They were very helpful in going above and
beyond accommodating the City's needs.

After speaking with other City departments involved with this contract, we highly recommend
renewing Brien's Services lawn maintenance contract for the 2009 season. We will be rebidding
this contract for the 20 I0 season.
