Dear Ms, Cornelius:

This letter and the attached proposed amendment to the massage ordinance follows up
recent conversations regarding implementation of the changes to the massape
ordinance. The two main issues that have come up are (1) the interaction between
the new requirement thal the operator of a massage establishment provide
applications for all massage therapists at the time of the businesses’ application and
the reqiirement that all applications for the individual fherapists® licenses have a
doctor’ s pertificate dated no later than seven days from the date of submission (see
ordinance :Sections 20-51 and 20-52); and (2) the reguirement that the doctor’s
certificate indicate that the spplicant is free of “communicable diseases.”

With regard to the commmnicable diseases issue, it is my understanding that you have
done a “survey” of city clerks and it seems that most of them administer ordinances
for their communities that bave similar lanpuage. We have also done 4 search of
various ordinances, and frankly have found the nse of that term o be pretty typical
(the other often used term being “contagicus™ diseases).

Based largely on the fact that this issue has not presented a problem aver the years, at
least umtil very recently, we are notf recommending any specific changes, That would
leave it up io the applicant’s doctor——as it has been since the ordinance was
adopted—to determine from a medical perspective whetber that statement can be
made on behalf of a particular applicant at the time of the application. Absent some
gpecific proposal, perhaps from a professional organization representing massage
therapists, we have no problem with the language as written. As you know, the
matter was discussed extensively before the ordinance was reviewed in detail
recently. :

With regard to the timing of the doctor’s certificats and fthe massage therapist’s
application, you indicated that you thought that the seven days was too namow a
window for all of the therapists within a particular office to schedule and complete

doctors sppuintments and secure the appropriate paperwork. Your suggestion was to
expand that time to 30 days. Attached is the ordimance amendment that wounld
sccomplish that change to the ordinance. Note also the chauge to the timing for the
photograph to be submitted, from “within 30 days” to a requiremeni that the
photograph be “recent,”

I look forward to hearing from you, If the change is not what you had intended, or if
you think additional changes to the ordinance are necessary, please call me.
