MAINTENANCE EASEMENT AGREEMENT

TIllS STORM DRAINAGE FACILITY MAlNTENANCE EASEMENT AGREEMENT
(this CCAgreement'~) is made this __day of t 2009, by and between Fifth
Third Bank, a Michigan banking corporation, whose address is c/o Property Management
Department, Fifth Third Center, MDIOATAl, Cincinnati~ Ohio 45263 (UOwner"), and the City of
Novi, a Michigan municipal corporation, and its successors, assigns, or transferees, whose address is
45175 W. Ten Mile Road, Novi, MI 48375 ("Cijy").

RE C IT A T ION S:

A. Owner is the owner and developer of a certain'parcel of land situated in the City of
Novi, Oakland County) Michigan, depicted and described on the attached and incorporated Exhibit
A (the cepropertv"). Owner has received final site plan approval for the construction of a comniercial
banIc dev~lopment on the Property (the "Fifth Third Development").

B. The Fifth Third Development shall contain certain underground and above-ground
storm detention facilities ("Storm Detention Facilities") for the collection) storage, and/or discharge
of storm water from the Property in accordance with all approved plans and all applicable
ordinances, laws) and regulations.

NOW, 'IHEREFORE, Owner hereby covenants and agrees that Owner shall, at its own
expense, perpetually preserve, maintain, and repair all Storm Detention ,Facilities, which are part of
the stOIm detention system on the Property, to insure that the same continue to function as intended.
Owner shall establish a regular and systematic program of maintenance (the uSchedule of
Maintenance") for such facilities and areas to insure that the physical condition and intended
function of such facilities and areas shall be preserved and maintained. The Schedule of
Maintenance and the annual estimated costs for maintenance and repairs for the frrst three (3) years
are described on the attached and incorporated Exhibit B.

In the event that Owner shall at any time fail to carry out the responsibilities specified within
this Agreement, and/or in the event of a failure to preserve and/or maintain the Stonn Detention
Facilities in reasonable order and conditjon~ the City may serve written notice upon Owner setting
forth the deficiencies in maintenance and/or preservation along with a demand that the deficiencies
be cured within a stated reasonable time period, and the date, time, and place for a hearing before the
City for the purpose of allowing Owner an opportunity to be heard as to why the City should not
proceed with the correction of the deficiency or obligation which has not been undertaken or
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properly fulfilled. At any such hearing, the time for curing and the hearing itself may be extended
and/or continued to a date certain. If, following such hearing, the person conducting the hearing
shall determine that the obligation bas not been fulfilled or failure corrected within the time specified
in the notice, as determined by the City in its reasonable discretion, the City shall thereupon have the
power and authority, but not the obligation, to enter upon the Property, or cause its agents or
contractors to enter the Property through the ingress/egress easement areas depicted and described
on the attached and incorporated Exhibit C and perform such obligation or take such corrective
measures as reasonably found by the City to be appropriate or necessary with respect to the
detention/sedimentation basin within the detention basin easement areas depicted and described on
the attached and incorporated Exhibit D for the purposes described above. The cost and expense of
making and financing such actions by the Cityt including notices by the City and reasonable legal
fees incurred by the City~ plus an administrative fee in an amount equivalent to twenty five (25%)
percent of the total of all such costs and expenses incurrecL shall be paid by O'Wller within thirty (30)
days of a billing to Owner. All unpaid amounts may be placed on the delinquent tax roll of the City
as to the Property, shall accme interest and penalties, and shall be collected as~ and deemed,
delinquent real property taxes according to the laws made and provided for the collection of
delinquent real property taxes. In the discretion of the City, such costs and expenses may be
collected by suit initiated against Owner, and, in such event, Owner shall pay all court costs and
reasonable attorney fees incurred by the City in connection with such suit.

The parties hereto make this Agreement on behalf of themselves and their heirs, successors,
assigns and transferees and hereby warrant that they have the authority and capacity to execute this
Agreement and bind the Property as described in the terms and conditions of this Agreement. This
Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each ofwhich shall be deemed an original and
together which shall be deemed one and the same agreement.

Invalidation of any of these covenants or conditions by Judgment or Court Order shall in no
way affect the validity of any other provision which shall remain in full force and effect.

This Agreement shall ron with the land and be binding upon all owners and their agents,
heirs, successors, assigns and transferees.
