SUBJECT: LANDINGS GRANT APPLICATION UPDATE 

DATE: DECEMBER 1,2010 

The Michigan Natural Resource Trust Fund (MNRTF) development grant application 

through the Michigan Department of Natural Resources (MDNR) for The Landings 

property was originally submitted by the April 1, 2010 grant deadline. In the first round 

of preliminary scoring, the total received was 315 out of a possible 490. The Parks, 

Recreation and Cultural Services Department took the opportunity of providing 

supplemental information regarding the project between the time this score was 

provided in August of 2010 and the MDNR final deadline of October 8,2010. The final 

score of the grant after the MDNR considering the supplemental information was a total 

of 365 of 490, 50 points higher than the preliminary score. 

A total of 102 development grant applications were submitted in this grant cycle. The 

listing and rank of all projects is attached. The Landings Grant Application scored within 

the top 30% of projects submitted. Subsequently, the MNRTF board met today, 

December 1, to make final recommendations for funding. Via phone call to a staff 

person at MDNRE, it has been confirmed that of the 102 applications submitted, 71 were 

recommended for funding today, one of those projects being the City of Novi Landings 

Grant in the amount of $437,500. At this point a bill will be prepared and submitted to 

the Legislature for approval and appropriation of the funds for the MNRTF Board final 

recommendations. If the bill is approved, it is estimated that project agreements will be 

submitted to grantees by August of 2011. The MNRTF 2010 Application Schedule is 

included for your reference.

Deadline for recreation plans or plan amendments to be approved by 
the Department for consideration as of the August 3,d acquisition 
application deadline. Deadline for resolution of deficiencies. 

Secondary Grant Application Dea"line: Acquisition applications only 

MNRTF Board votes to approve list of applications to be dropped for 
further consideration. Ineligible and withdrawn applications dropped. 

Grants Management staff completes the scoring of all applications. 
Acquisition and development applications are ranked separately 
according to final scores. The MNRTF Board is provided a ranked list of 
applications for their review and final recommendations. 

MNRTF Board makes final recommendations for funding. 

A bill is prepared and submitted to the Legislature for approval and 
appropriation of funds for the MNRTF Board final recommendations. 

Grants Management distributes Project Agreements to grantees, usually 
by August. 

Project may be started after the Project Agreement has been executed.
