We are proposing to preserve the exceptional environmental condition associated with the historic oak tree and
associated rock-garden / children's play area by not curbing around this feature preserving the 'roadside park’
aesthetic. We have revised and included curbs at all other parking and parking island areas along the railroad
easement and the southern end of the property.

Although we have modified the parking fields in order to increase parking and improve site circulation, the oak tree and
rock garden feature is existing and we are working to not impact the existing conditions of these features. Note the
roadside edge of this area is also not curbed.

Standard #3. Strict Compliance.

Explain how the Dimensional Variance in strict compliance with regulations governing
areq, setback, frontage, height, bulk, density or other dimensional requirements will
unreasonably prevent the property owner from using the property for a permitted
purpose, or will render conformity with those regulations unnecessarily burdensome.

Strict compliance by having to curb the entire landscape area featuring the historic oak would change the character of
this small parklike area. The entire proposed rework is in celebration of Guernsey's 80th anniversary and maintaining
the existing character is integral to the proposed redesign.

We have revised our submittal reducing the need to pursue variances to this only issue, which is being proposed with
