BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

The developer for Orchard Hills North, Mirage Development, LLC, requests approval of the 
Storm Drainage Faci lity Maintenance Easement Agreement for the new residential 
development project, located south of Ten Mile Road and west of Meadowbrook Road. 

The Storm Drainage Faci lity Maintenance Easement Agreement is a requirement of the 
Storm Water Management Ordinance and details the responsibi lities of the eventual 
property owner (Homeowners Association) to properly maintain their privately owned on­
site storm water system. The agreement a lso contains a provision that permits the City to 
perform maintenance on the privately owned on site storm water system should the 
property owner fail to do so a t the expense of the property owner. 

In this particu lar case, the property owner owns and agrees to maintain the storm water 
sedimentation basin and is providing an access easement to the basin and associated 
outlet c ontrol structures. The owner is a lso responsible for maintaining the p ipes, manholes 
and open channels leading to and from the on-site storm water system. 

The enclosed agreement has been favorab ly reviewed by City Staff and the City Attorney 
(Beth Saarela's letter, attached) and is recommended for approval.

STORM DRAINAGE FACILITY 
MAINTENANCE EASEMENT AGREEMENT 

THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT is made this "2-1 Sf day of MA-!1 , 20 J.!::i by and 
between Mirage Development, L.L.C., a Michigan ~d Liability Cmhpany · 
whose address is 45380 W. Ten Mile Road. Novi, MI 48375 (hereinafter the "Owner"), 
and the City of Novi, its successors, assigns, or transferees, whose address is 45175 W. Ten Mile 
Road, Novi, MI 48375 (hereinafter the "City"). 

R E C I T A T I 0 N S: 

A. Owner is the owner and developer of a certain parcel of land situated in Section • 26 of the 
City ofNovi, Oakland County, Michigan, described on the attached and incorporated Exhibit A (the 
"Property"). Owner has received final site plan approval for construction of a 

Site Condominium development on the Property. 

B. The Site Condominum Development, shall contain certain storm drainage, detention and/or 
retention facilities, including but not limited to, a detention/sedimentation basin, for the collection, 
conveyance, storage, treatment and/or discharge of storm water from the Property in accordance 
·with all approved plans, and all applicable ordinances, laws and regulations. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Owner hereby covenants and agrees that the Owner shall, at its 
own expense, perpetually preserve, maintain, and repair all storm drainage, detention and retention 
facilities, including all wetlands which are part of the system, to insure that the same continue to 
function as intended. The Owner shall establish a regular and systematic program of maintenance 
(the "Schedule of Maintenance") for such facilities and areas to insure that the physical condition 
and intended function of such areas and facilities shall be preserved and maintained. The Schedule 
of Maintenance and the annual estimated costs for maintenance and repairs for the first three (3) 
years are described in the attached Exhibit B.

In the event that the Owner shill at any time fail to carry out the responsibilities specified 
within this agreement, and/or in the event of a failure to preserve and/or maintain the storm water 
drainage, detention and retention facilities in reasonable order and condition, the City may serve 
written notice upon the Owner setting forth the deficiencies in maintenance and/or preservation 
along with a demand that the deficiencies be cured within a stated reasonable time period, and the 
date, time and place for a hearing before the City for the purpose of allowing Owner an opportunity 
to be heard as to why the City should not proceed with the correction of the deficiency or obligation 
which has not been undertaken or properly fulfilled. At any such hearing, the time for curing and the 
hearing itself may be extended and/or continued to a date certain. If. following such hearing, the 
person conducting the hearing shall determine that the obligation has not been fulfilled or failure 
corrected within the time specified in the notice, as determined by the City in its reasonable 
discretion, the City shall thereupon have the power and authority, but not the obligatio~, to enter 
upon the Property, or cause its agents or contractors to enter the Property through the Ingress/Egress 
Easement Area as rescribed and depicted in Exhibit Cand perform such obligation or take such 
corrective measures as reasonably found by the City to be appropriate or necessary with respect to 
the detention/sedimentation basin within the Detention/Sedimentation Basin Easement Area 
described and depicted in Exhibit D, for the purposes described above. The cost and expense of 
making and financing such actions by the City, including notices by the City and reasonable legal 
fees incurred by the City, plus an administrative fee in an amount equivalent to twenty-five (25%) 
percent of the total of all such costs and expenses incurred, shall be paid by Owner within thirty (30) 
days of a billing to the Owner. All unpaid amounts may be placed on the delinquent tax roll of the 
City as to the Property, and shall accrue interest and penalties, and shall be collected as, and shall be 
deemed delinquent real property taxes, according to the laws made and provided for the collection of 
delinquent real property taxes. In the discretion of the City, such costs and expenses may be 
collected by suit initiated against the Owner, and, in such event, the Owner shall pay all court costs 
and reasonable attorney fees incurred by the City in connection with such suit. 

The parties hereto make this Agreement on behalf of themselves, their heirs, successors, 
assigns and transferees, and hereby warrant that they have the authority and capacity to execute this 
Agreement and bind the property as described in the terms and conditions of this agreement. 

Invalidation of any of these covenants or conditions by Judgment or Court Order shall in no 
way affect the validity of any other provision which shall remain in full force and effect. 

This agreement shall run with the land and be binding upon all owners, their agents, heirs, 
successors, assigns and transferees.

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EXHIBIT B • STORM WATER MANAGEMENT ,SYSTEM LONG-TERM MAINTENANCE PLAN 

A. Physical Limits of the Storm Water Management System 
The storm water management system (SWMS) subject to this long-term maintenance plan (Plan) is depicted on Exhibit 8 and includes without limitation 
the storm sewers, catch basins, manholes, inlets. swales,-buffer strip. forebay, retention basin, oulfet control structure and ouUet pipe that conveys flow from the 
retention basin to an existing pond located on the Property described on Exhibit A. For the purposes of this plan, this storm water management system {SWMS) 
and all of its components as shown in Exhibit B is referred to as "Orchard Hills North Condominium SYIMS." 

B. Time Frame for Long-Term Maintenance Responsibility 
Mirage De~elopment, LL.C. is responsible for maintaining the Orchard Hills North SYIMS, including complying with applicable requirements of the local or 

Oakland County soil erosion and sedimentation control program. Long-term maintenance continues in perpetuity, or until such time that all maintenance 
responsibilities have been assigned to the Orchard Hills North Homeowners Association. 

c. Long-Term Maintenance Plan and Schedule 
Table 1 identifies the maintenance activities to be performed, organized by category (monitoring/inspections, preventative maintenance and remedial actions). While 
performing maintenance, chemicals should not be applied to the forebay, detention basin, buffer strip, or watercourses. Table 1 also identifies site-specific work needed 
to ensure that the storm water management system functions propedy as designed. The Owner and/or Association shall maintain a log of all inspection for 
the first three years of operation. The estimated budget for the first three years as oultined below in Table 1 is $5,000.00 per annum, for a 
total amount of $15,000.00 for the three year. durational period.
