BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The approximately 3.64-acre parcel of property at the
intersection of Novi Road and Trans-X Drive was purchased for potential park use; with funding
for the purchase coming from the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) millage approved by
the voters.

The Water Tower site has a long history of industrial use and is known to have been
contaminated by arsenic, chromium, selenium, and several volatile organic compounds. A
Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment was conducted for the site on November 2, 2017. The
study classifies the site as a facility under the Michigan Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection Act. Since it is an open Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) site, a Due Care
Plan was completed on December 19, 2017.

The Due Care Plan recognized the potential reuse of the property as a splash pad and urban
park. All construction is to be conducted on top of the existing slab(s) and paved parking
areas. To mitigate any risk, the concrete is to be maintained as a barrier to the impacted soils.

The renovation at the Department of Public Works building resulted in excess fill material that
needed to be relocated off site. This presented an opportunity to utilize the fill at the Water
Tower property to begin base preparations for future redevelopment of the park.



The filling and site work completed by Toebe Construction, LLC complied with the provisions
of the Due Care and Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plans.

The construction contract was approved at the September 9, 2019 City Council meeting to
Toebe Construction, LLC., in the amount of $136,862.75. Staff worked with the engineering
consultant for this project, AECOM-Great Lakes, to review and verify the final confract
payment amount of $12,643.14 that is due the Contractor. The City Attorney reviewed the
final documentation and found it to be in an acceptable form (Beth Saarela, April 12, 2021).

There was one (1) approved change order issued resulting in an overall increase of $60,000.00
or 43.8% over the awarded amount. The approved change order resulted in a final contract
price of $196,862.75.
