The applicant is requesting variances from the CITY OF NOVI, CODE OF ORDINANCES, 
Section 2400 to allow a 5 foot reduction in the required 50 loot building setback, to allow 
a 10 fool reduction in Ihe northern yard of Ihe required 20 foot parking setback, Section 
2506.12,d to allow a drive-through lane without the required 18 foot bypass lane and 
Section 2503,2,F.4 to allow a 5 foot reduction in the required 20 foot accessory structure 
setback, The property is located at the northwest corner of Cabal Drive and Twelve Mile 
Road. 

Ordinance Seclfons: 
CITY OF NOVI, CODE OF ORDINANCES, Section 2400 requires buildings be selback 50 feet 
from all property lines and paridng be setback 20 feet from all properly lines, Section 
2506,12.d requires an 18 foot bypass lane be provided adjacent to all proposed drive­
through lanes, Section 2503,2.F.4 requires all accessory structures be setback the same 
as porking (20 feet in this case) from all property lines,

The parcel In question is located at the northwesl corner of Cabot Drive and Twelve Mile Road in 
Seellon 12 of the Cily 01 ~Iovi. The property totals 0.74 acres. The current zoning 01 the property 
is OST, Planned Office Service Technology. The appicant has proposed a 2.032 sq. ft. Starbucks 
restaurant with an accessory drive-through (with associated oarking, landscaping and 
stormwafer facilities) utilizing the Retail Service Overlay Option. 

The Retaii Service Overlay Option is infended ..... to provide a limited amount of retail and 
personal serv'ce establishmenfs to serve Ihe employees of and visitors to the nearby office use 
areas." The option allows additional uses not typically permitted in the OST Distriel provided 
certain conditions are met and subjeel to the Special Land Use requirements outlined in Section 
2516.2(c). A drive-through restaurant is a use permitted under this option. 

Recommendation 
Provided the noled variances and waivers are granted, approval of the Preliminary Site Plan Is 
recommended. The applicant will be seeking several variances and waivers from the Zoning 
Board or Appeals and Planning Commission as detailed in this and in the accompanying staff 
and consultant review letters. The applicant has met the standards of the Retail Service Overlay 
Option and there are only minor planning related Items to be addressed on the Final Site Plan 
submittal.

This is the onty fast food drive-through restaurant proposed at the intersection of a non­
residential collector and major arterial road, The hours of operation 01 Ihe use must be 
limited !o 6AM to WPM, The applicant should Inctude a note on the plans limiting the hours 
of operation. A total of 15% 01 the site must be maintained as open space, Although it 
appears the site wilt meet this req<.;iremenL the applicant has nol clearty provided the 
open space calculations, A sheet IIIled 'Open Space Plan' shall be Included In the plan 
set providing area calculations tor open space and Identitying Ihose areas which count 
towards open space, The proposed building is approximately 2,032 square leet, consistent 
with ordinance requirements for fast lood restaurants. An access point has been provided 
to the adjacent non-reSidential street. Cabot Drive. An indoor and ouldoor dining area 
has been provided. The proposed la<;:ade has met the standards 01 the fa<;:ade 
ordinance and wilt be complementary to the design of other buildings in the area. The 
drive-through lane has been screened with landscaping, Troffic Impact information (see 
note later in this letier) and Noise Impact Statement have been provided. A public 
hearing to be held by the Planning Commission Is required. 

2, Building Setbacks: Buildings in the OST District must be setback 50 leet from dll property 
lines. The plan indicates a 45 foot building setback in the northern yard, The applicant has 
Indicated they will seek a variance Irom the Zoning Board ot Appeals for this deficiency. 

3, P_Clrking Setbacks: Parking areas in the OST District must be setback 20 feel from ali 
property lines, The plan indicates a 15 foot parking setback in the western yard and a 10 
foot setback in the northern yard, The applicant has Indicated they will seek a variance 
from Ihe Zoning Board of Appeals for these deficiencies. 

4. Drive-throuah Bypa~s Lane: The Zoning Ordinance requires an 18 foot bypass lane to be 
provided ddjacent 10 all drive-through lanes, No bypass tone has been provided and the 
applicant has Indicated they will seek a variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals for this 
deficiency, 

5, . Accessory Structure Setback: Accessory structures must be setback the same as parking 
from ali property lines, in this case, 20 feet. The proposed dumpster is 15 feet from the 
adjacent property line. The applicant has Indicated they wlll seek a variance from the 
Zoning Board of Appeals for this deficiency. 

6. Traffic study: The opplicanl has submifted a Traftic Impact Study as required by the Zoning 
Ordinance, However, the study submitted does nol eValuate all potential Impacts of the 
proposed development and the Planning Commission must determine whether they wish to 
wolve the need for a full Traffic Study. See the traffic review letter for addit:onal 
information. 

7, Use of the ITC UU:jjy Corridor: The dpplicant has proposed an dCCess drive through the 
adjacent IIC Corridor. A copy of the executed license agreement permlHlng this access 
drive must be provided to the City, See the engineering review Ie Her for additional 
information, 

8, Signa9~l Exterior Signage is not regulated by the Plonning DiviSion or Planning Commission.

Item 7: Variances beingreqllested: 

1. Section 2400 Building Setback: (North) Required 50 feet; Proposed 45 feet. 
2. Section 2400 Parking Setbacks: Interior Side (west) Required 20 fcet; Proposed 15 feet. 

Due to changes in the final plnn this variance will no longel' be required. 
3. Section 2400 Parking Setbacks: Rear (north) Required 20 feet; Proposed 10 feet.

provided; itlstead applicant is proposing a bailout lane substitute. A bypass lane could be 
provided but if provided it would create additional variances.

Item 9. State the pmctical difIieulties which prevent conformance with the Zoning 
Ordinance requircments. 

The .74 acre parcel which is located ill a area for designated for the Retail Service Overlay has 
practical difficulties associated with its size, and it being on a comer lot. A brief history of this 
parcel will help to understand the cirClUllstances of our difficulty inllleeting the Zoning 
Ordinance. In 2000, this parcel was under a sale contract to the fonner Michigan National Bank. 
A +/-2,500 s.f. branch with drive through was plmUled by Michigan National. During the bank's 
due diligence period, Haggerty Corridor was being designed, and the Haggelty Corridor Office 
Centre II building was plmmed adjacent to the parcel to the north. 

This parcel was crcated to !lccolllmodate the bank branch and the HCOC II building. As fate 
would have it, Michigml National Bank backed out of the contract (they were then acquired by 
Standard Federal Bank who had a branch one mile east on 12 Mile Road in Farmington Hills.) 
Haggeliy Conidor Pminers was left with a .74 aere site and 110 user. 

As you know, we have worked diligently over the last few weeks to modify the Starbucks site 
plan and building interior to attempt to minimize the variances that were identified in the pre­
application meeting. As part of this effort, we re-engineered the site to include underground 
detention, instead of detaining under the ITC Towers. This entailed a substantial cost, but helped 
make the site more workable pel' the ordinance. We are still going in for variances on the plan as 
identified but have kept them to a minimum given the size of the site. In the final site plan, we 
will eliminate the parking variance on the west side of the site which, along with the ITe 
transmission wires, are the two most significant practical difficulties. In 10 years, other thun 
minor sign variances, we have met the OST ordinance in all aspects for the development of every 
ol1e of the 23 buildings Northern Equities Group developed in thePm'k. 

Item 10: Descl'ibe any unique circullIstances regarding tbe property (i.e. shape, 
topogl'llphy, etc.) which !Irc not common to othel' properties in the area and which PI'CVCllt 
strict compliance with the Zoning Ordinance: 

The property is a .74 acre corner lot that is bordered to the north by an existing office building 
owned by the Applicant and the lTC Transmission line conidol' to the west. It is 011 the nOlihwest 
corner of Cabot Drive and 12 Mile Road. The topography to the norlh and northwest are 
significantly higher than the grade at the corner of Twelve Mile and Cabot Drive. While we are 
trying to save the existing landscaping along each ofthe right-of-ways, this creates difficulties in 
the design of the proposed site.
